of Californiaõs finest zinfandels. Stop along the way at some of the local wineries before continuing to 

Healdsburg. After checking out the town square, head over to tonightõs hotel, Hotel Healdsburg. With its 

cool, contemporary design, deluxe spa, and relaxing courtyard with pool, itõs the perfect place to kick your 

feet up after todayõs ride. Later we gather for a wine reception followed by a special dinner at Charlie 

Palmerõs Dry Creek Kitchen. Lodging: Hotel Healdsburg  

Day 2 
Calistoga Route 43 Miles 

Shorter Option: Alexander Valley 23 Miles with Shuttle 

Longer Option: Yountville 63 Miles (1,500-foot elevation gain) 

After breakfast, head out on a carefree ride past hillsides 

blanketed with vineyards, apple orchards and forests. Zin fans 

take note as you pedal through the narrow Dry Creek Valley: the 

area is known for producing some of Californiaõs finest zinfandels. 

A gentle climb leads to neighboring Alexander Valley, which has 

been compared to Franceõs Bordeaux region. In the past two 

decades, several first -rate wineries have established  themselves 

here: Robert Young Estate Winery, where we stop for a picnic; 

Sausal, which offers a noteworthy zinfandel; Alexander Valley, 

known for its cabernet; and Hanna, with an excellent merlot. 

After our tour, tasting and lunch at Robert Young, hop in the 

Backroads van for a ride to tonightõs hotel or continue biking into the hills of Napa Valleyñbe prepared for a 

short,  but  invigorating climb that will have you up out of your seat! Enjoy a breezy downhill, then coast into 

charming Calistoga, making s ure to stop at our friend Barbara Nechisõs watercolor studio, located just 

outside of town. From here itõs a short distance by shuttle to the Villagio Inn & Spa, whose newly unveiled 

luxury spa offers the ultimate in pampering. You should have plenty of ti me before dinner to indulge in a 

relaxing massage or a specialty body treatment.  (Please note: spa treatments are not included in the trip 

price; advance reservations are highly recommended.)  

Tonight, dine at your leisure at Hurleyõs, a quintessential Wine Country restaurant serving Mediterranean -

inspired California cuisine. Try such specialties as horseradish crusted Atlantic salmon, wild boar with truffle -

scented polenta or olive oil -poached tuna pan bagnat . And of course, Hurleyõs offers a wonderful selection 

of great regional wines to complement your meal.
